Greher, 2007; Castle & Reily, 2011).

Teachers who teach in Professional Development School
partnerships are more engaged and energized.

They have more confidence and greater job
satisfaction because they are less isolated and have

more access to professional learning (Abdul-Haqq,

1998; Green & colleagues, 2020; Handscomb, et. al, 2014;
Nolan, et. al, 2011; Yendol-Hoppey & Franco, 2014)



What does the research say about PDS partnerships?

Teachers who are prepared in Professional Development School partnerships are more
reflective and more knowledgeable. They have stronger technology abilities,
better classroom management, stronger instructional planning, and are
better at assessing student learning. They are more motivating and are more
likely to be student focused. Because they feel better prepared to teach, they

have more confidence and have higher retention rates (Abdul-Haqg, 1998; Castle &
Reilly, 2011; Hammerness & Darling-Hammond, 2005; Snow, et. al, 2016).
